 The funeral of John L. Fuller whose sudden death occurred Monday afternoon at the home of 

Assistant Foreman William H. Deavers of No. 5 Chemical Engine Co. on 6th street in Congress Heights 

was held this afternoon beginning at 2:30 o’clock.  The interment was in Congressional Cemetery.  The 

deceased was taken ill suddenly Monday and expired before a physician could be procured.  The coroner 

investigated the case and ascertained that death had resulted from natural causes and gave a certificate 

accordingly.  Mr. Fuller was unmarried, was 31 years of age and a tinner by occupation.
