Union Veteran Dead 

 Mr. George H. Gates, who came to this city from Leesburg, Va., more than fifty years ago, died 

yesterday at his home, 459 I street.  Of late years Mr. Gates had been engaged in the flour and feed 

business on 7th street.  He was sixty-eight years of age.  The deceased was a veteran of the civil war, 

having served in the Henderson Guards in the defense of Washington.  Funeral services will be 

conducted tomorrow afternoon at 3 o'clock at the residence, Rev. J. Fred Heisse officiating.  The 

interment will be made at Congressional cemetery.
