 Funeral services over the remains of Charles Hanor, who died several days ago at his home in 

Lafayette, Ind., took place at 1:30 o'clock this afternoon at the undertaking establishment of J. William 

Lee, 332 Pennsylvania avenue.  The officers of King Solomon's Lodge, No. 31, of the Masonic Order, 

were in charge of the services.  Rev. Frank M. Bristol, pastor of the Metropolitan M.E. Church, preached 

the sermon.
