Was Employe of Government for Half Century

William B. Martie, government employe for half a century, died yesterday at his home, 1711
Pennsylvania avenue. He was seventy-eight years old.

Mr. Martie was born in Dumfermaline, Scotland, in 1842 and came to this country at an early age.
He began his career as a plate printer in the old Columbia Bank Note Company of New York city. From
there he was transferred to the United States Treasury in this city. Later he became connected with the
old bureau or engraving and printing being one of the first printers at the establishment. He was also
one of the first to enter the new bureau of engraving and printing.

Funeral services will be held tomorrow afternoon at his home at 2 o'clock. All his family, including
his children's wives and husbands, were with him when the end came. Surviving him are his wife and
nine children, William T. Martie of Montgomery county, Md.; Frank A. Martie of this city, John N. Martie
of New York city, Mrs. R.J. Pulaski of Cleveland, Ohio; Rev. C. Martie of Newark, N.J.; Mary C. Martie of
this city, Mrs. L.A. Clark of Montgomery county, Md., and Richmond S. Martie of this city.
